The Conseil general of the Rhône departement and the Lacroix-Laval grounds invite you all summer long to the project “Gardens and wonders: Alice’s mirror” http://www.lacroix-laval.com
In this project’s framework, the Comité Rhône does  the same  with “Alice and the Chess master” http://www.echecs-histoire-litterature.com
As Alice said in the second volume of the wonderland : ‘Through the looking glass and what Alice found there…’ - It is a great chess game which is being  played worldwide!

Indeed new pieces of information keep arriving at the Comité Rhône Echecs with a very busy week  teeming with surprises…
After the “Daily Telegraph” the former world champion of chess and famous player Susan POLGAR agreed to be the relay of “Gardens and wonders : Alice’s mirror” in her blog http://susanpolgar.blogspot.com which is regarded as the most read in the world and in the United States: 5.000 news every year and millions of connections. 

Then Sylvie and Christophe LEROY, chairman of the Rhône Chess Committee, headed for Besançon courtesy of the contacts provided by the philatelic association of the Rhône department (managed by President Henri NEIMARK).

Impressive : one could have had the  feeling of actually being in  Wonderland! Inventions and  amazing books dealing with Lewis CARROLL, envelopes and original stamps addressed to CARROLL, Alice LIDDELL (the true Alice!), to Charles DICKENS, Rudyard KIPLING, Oscar WILDE and even to Queen Victoria!
Mr. RIBOULET gave his final consent for the loan of his splendid collection, which was also at the world Exhibition of London in 2000. 

The Lacroix-Laval  grounds will  receive it, in part, on June 8 and 10. Don’t forget about the stamp on Alice which will be published in the temporary office scheduled on Friday June 8th from 2 to 5 pm. Then the complete collection  will be taken  to the seat of the Rhône Chess Committee located at 3 rue d’Angile in Lyon 5e, to remain there from Wednesday June 20th to Tuesday July 31st.
